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Captain Musick Air Venturers visited the Auckland Gliding Club at Drury one Saturday early in May

very good, but the forecast was for an improvement. Here is their report. 

At Drury we met up with Zena and Steph, two Venturers from Te Aroha who joined the weekend 
activity together with their leader Roy. After setting up the campsite we went through the usual  
mandatory safety rules governing airfields but this time there was more emphasis on visual precau-
tions since with gliders you cannot rely on the noise of an approaching aircraft to warn you of dan-
ger. 

At the end of the airfield we were intro-
duced to the instructors  who checked 
the indemnity forms. The weather was 
not the best for gliding but was pre-
dicted to improve as the day wore on.

thermals to keep the gliders aloft and 
we were limited to doing a circuit of 
the airfield.   The gliders were launched 
using a winch which was based at the 
other end of the air strip. Once the

the glider roars down the strip until it lifts off into a very steep climb. The cable is detached at 350m 
and the glider is away on its own, soaring over the countryside up to about 1000m. The pilot ex-
plained the controls and we got to fly the glider until it was time to land.  Continued overleaf....

He was gone for about an hour, 
and actually was first to spot 
the boat in distress, which it 
turned out had only broken 
down! It made his day, it really 
did.

Then it was off to Ardmore Flying Club where we met Sandra Shallard an 
old friend from our Navigation training and flight to KeriKeri last year. She 
gave us a thorough introduction to all the services that the club offers and 
details of flying training from intro flight through first solo, PPL, Commer-
cial and Instructor  training.  She then took us on the operational side of 
the club and gave us full intro to one of the clubs planes including a full pre 
flight check. Now it was time for lunch and off to the War Birds and our 
second flight of the weekend.
