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MANDATORY SAFETY REQUIREMENTS (MSR's) FOR GLIDER FLYING AS A
SCOUTING ACTIVITY

These MSR's apply to all Scouts undertaking flight in gliders as a Scouting Activity. Note:
In this MSR, the word glider includes self launching motor gliders.

Supervision and Control Activity
1.  Before any Member of the Association undertakes flight in a glider an !ntentwn

is to be completed. The Group Leader shall consult with the Area Air
Activities Adviser before recommending approval / non approval of the proposed
activity. The Group Leader has the overriding authority and responsibility to ensure
compliance with the MSR's and to direct that any activity shall be stopped or
cancelled ifin it is thought necessary in the interest of safety. For National, Area
and District activities an activity permit form should be completed by the organisers
who will incorporate the provisions of this MSR in the Risk Management policy for
the activity.

2. Members of the Association may only fly in a glider operated by a Club affiliated with
the New Zealand Gliding Association ( NZGA). Any Scout Gliding Camp or School
will operate under the rules and procedures as laid down by the National
Headquarters from time to time. At all times all operations will be in accordance with
the regulations prescribed by the NZ Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) and the NZGA.

Age Limitations

3. Air Experience - Members of the Association who have had their 11th birthday may
undertake flight(s) as a passenger in gliders for the purposes of gaining air
experience provided that the Pilot-in-Command (PiC) is the holder of a valid NZGA
Passenger Rating or higher qualification.

4, Instructional Flight - Members of the Association who have attained the age of 14 1/2
years may undertake flights in a glider for the purpose of receiving instruction
provided that the PiC is the holder of a valid NZGA Instructor Rating .

5 Solo Flight - Members of the Association who have gained the age of 16 years may
undertake their first solo flight in a glider provided that such a flight is authorised by,
and is undertaken under the control and supervision of a qualified A or B Category
NZGA gliding instructor.

Aircraft Requirements

6. Members may only undertake flights in gliders issued with a current Airworthiness
Certificate issued by CAA and a valid Maintenance Release issued by a rated
engineer.
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
